Prerequisites:  "C" or higher in BUS 120. 
Recommended:  Basic computer and internet skills. 
Description:  This course focuses on general business problems, techniques and strategies necessary in the 
development of business activities in the global market place. The course is designed to promote an understanding of 
the impact that a country's culture and its environment have on a firm's international operations. The course also covers 
current trends in management, finance, communication, marketing and ethics.
