AMT 242 : Engine Performance |

Credits: 5

Class Hours: 10 lecture/lab

Prerequisites: “C” or higher in AMT 129 and AMT 240.

Description: This course covers diagnosis of engine mechanical systems, electrical systems, fuel system delivery
(pumps, regulators), fuel injectors, ignition systems, and emission control systems using digital storage oscilloscopes,
scanners, and various electronic testers.
